Catholic School New Family Grant


Thanks to your generosity to the Stewardship for Saints and Scholar campaign, 
Bishop Earl Boyea is delighted to announce that all Catholic families who newly 
enroll in a Catholic school in the Diocese of Lansing are now eligible to receive a 
New Family Grant of up to $1500 per family.  The New Family Grant is available 
to any Catholic family who has not previously had a child enrolled in a Catholic 
school within the Diocese of Lansing. The details are as follows:


• New families enrolling one child or more in kindergarten-8th grade will receive 
a $500 tuition grant per family.

•  New families enrolling one child or more in high school will receive a $1,000 
tuition grant per family.

• New families who receive these grant funds are still eligible to apply for 
additional scholarships.
